The software offers the ability to quickly view, set, or change configurations and/or parameters on multiple units. Equalization curves are accessible for each input and output, allowing precise equalization adjustments to be made. Mute and solo functions ease system troubleshooting. All parameters can be adjusted via mouse or keyboard, including the versatility now offered by wireless solutions, allowing setup of the system from any area.
