NSCA EXPO, LAS VEGAS, NV, March 16, 2006 — When the NBA’s All-Star Game event came to Houston in February, the whole town got pumped up about it. Southern Sound Systems, one of the region’s leading PA and sound reinforcement providers, handled 14 events that weekend. One of the largest was Club AI, a celebrity blow-out hosted by Philadelphia 76ers All-Star Allen Iverson. Club Al lasted three straight 12-hour days, with a huge PA system rocking nonstop, as ensured by a pair of XTA DP428 digital system processors.

Southern Sound Systems set up an EAW KF850 PA system in a large ballroom at the Park Plaza Hotel. Starting Friday night and for three days in a row, the system was used by a succession of DJs spinning, interspersed with sets by hip-hop celebrities including Trina, Fat Joe, Young Jeezy, video director Benny Boom and Roc-A-Fella alumnus Freeway. 

That’s enough to strain any sound system. Southern Sound Systems President Terry Gobert understood this, and the solution he chose was a pair of XTA DP428 units as the speaker processors. “We knew the party was going to be intense and go on for the entire weekend,” recalls Gobert. “We wanted something that was going to reliably protect the speakers and make sure we didn’t lose a driver, as well as not affect the sound. With other speaker control systems, you can hear the compressors pumping as they start to reach their limit. That’s not the case with the DP428 — you never know it’s there. It kept the system going and sounding great all weekend long.”

Gobert is a fan of the XTA DP428, and regularly uses the two units he owns in a variety of situations. “We use them often with the EAW KF650 system, and they are the only backups we rely on when we send out our E-V line array system,” he says. “We have the settings all dialed and ready to go — in the event it’s necessary, we can instantly plug in any amp rack and the DP428 can handle the situation. It’s a great piece of gear.”
